


The 1991-'92 budget was approved during
the November meeting of the Civic Association.
Anticipated income for the year is $17,405 and
anticipated expenses are $16,705, with the resulting
surplus of $700 to be carried over into the 1992-'93
fiscal year. Two student scholarships will be offered
again this year with the scholarship amount raised
from $650 to $700. Donations to the schools and
local groups have also been increased.
